Ten females and thirty-three males were stopped throughout the course of the 2015 calendar year. One
stop resulted in the arrest of an Hispanic male due to possession of narcotics.

The findings suggest that the TAMIU Police Department does not currently experience a problem
regarding racial profiling practices. This is supported by the fact that it has not received complaints from
community members regarding officers misconduct associated with racial profiling.
